The child predigy grew up and in 1947
her voice on the soundirack of a musical
film immediately brought her into the lime-
light. From that moment onwards Lata has
never looked back but has gone forward
from success 10 success, and to-day there is
hardly an Indian musical flm in which she
does not conlribute her voice and hardly an
Indian home which does not own a collection
of her records.

A teue son of the soil, Rafi was bornin &
remole village and grew up like o typical
rustic youth. He was however not destined
to be a farmer. Hit natural 1alent as a singer
was apparent at an early age 3nd he under-
wenl'a course of raining under a well-known
teacher of classical music. Soon after, he
siarted singing over the radio and making
pramophone records.  This was followed by
his recordings on soundiracks of musical
films. All this went to consolidate his career
but what brought him suecess in a big way
and established him firmly in the forefront
of popualar singers was his recording of a
magnifiicent ballad based on the life of
Mahatma Gandhi, which created an imme-
diate pation-wide sensation.
